Dollard Summer Hockey League Rules

There will not be any stats kept for the Dollard Summer Hockey League (DSHL).  This will be a fun league.

The DSHL reserves the right to make changes to teams and players in the spirit of good competition and safety.

All questions or comments must be submitted in writing to the attention of the DSHL committee.

Periods shall be 2 - 10 minute periods stop time and the third period will be remaining time minus 1 minute.

Handshakes will be done after games.

Coaches will not double shift or reduce playing time for players.

Players should advise coaches 1 week or more when they will be unable to attend due to vacations or family functions so that arrangements can be made to supply enough players to play a game.

Coaches will bring extra sweaters to each game in the event extra players are needed. 

Coaches who feel that a player is acting in a poor manner will submit in writing details to DSHL discipline committee.

Players assessed a minor code penalty will be penalized for 2 minutes and a penalty shot will be awarded to the opposing team. The teams will play 5 on 5. The player remains in the box whether a goal is scored or not on the penalty shot.  A penalized player remains in the box regardless of a goal being scored during the 2 minutes.

“D” code penalties are a 1 game automatic suspension and must meet with the discipline committee prior to the following game.

“E” code penalties are a 3 game automatic suspension and must meet with the discipline committee prior to the following game.

Automatic game suspensions will be carried over to the regular season.  The DSHL will determine if supplemental suspensions will be carried over to the regular season.

Players will be ejected from a game once they are assessed 3 penalties.

DSHL reserve the right to expel any player from the DSHL for inappropriate behavior or conduct unbecoming.
